	Purpose:
	The purpose of Forest Hills Athletic Club (FHAC) per the organization By-laws is as follows;

The purpose of this Association shall be to support and promote organized athletic activities for boys and girls and to cooperate with other groups in an effort to complement programs designed to assist our goals and further our interests.  Operations shall be conducted strictly in conformance with the Associations’ status as an IRS (501) (C) (3) organization and an Ohio corporation not for profit.  IRS (501) (C) (3) information is available on file.


Rules & Regulations: The FHAC is bound by the organizations By-laws, Rules of Operation, League Rules (SOYFAI)-OHSAA Rules, and lease agreements with the Anderson Township Park District and Forest Hills School District. All Rules & Regulations are available for review on the organizations website at www.fhyfc.com. All guardians of participants within the FHAC will adhere to all rules and regulations of the FHAC or imposed on the FHAC. 

Coaches: Coaches will abide by FHAC rules and regulations, league rules (SOYFAI)-OHSAA rules, and comply with all lease agreements with the Anderson Township Park District and Forest Hills School District. Coaches will be subject to all discipline as outlined by the FHAC and league rules (SOYFAI). Head Coaches are responsible for their team and the conduct of those associated with said team. 

Participants: The FHAC has established playing time rules with the organizations Rules of Operation. These playing time rules are as follows;

Ages 5 thru 6, will receive no less than eight plays in all league non-division games, non-league games, and scrimmages.

Ages 7 thru 8 will receive no less than four pays in all league non-division games, non-league games, and scrimmages.

Ages 9 thru 11 will receive no guaranteed playing time.

Safety is our overriding concern. The coaching staff under the supervision of the FHAC Board will endeavor to teach and reinforce proper, safe techniques for all aspects of football. If a child is unable or unwilling to use the proper technique and is playing in a manner that puts him/her or others at risk, that child will see reduced playing time or perhaps not be allowed to participate in games or in practice.  

Guardian participation & support is also vital to a successful season. It is also expected of you! Guardians are expected to volunteer for various duties from time to time throughout the season (Concessions, gate entry, “chain gang”, scoreboard and PA announcers. NO EXCEPTIONS. 

Parent support also includes behavior consistent with the FHAC By-Laws and Rules of Operation, as well League Rules (SOYFAI)-OHSAA Rules, and according to all facility lease agreements signed by the FHAC. This means that as a parent, you are expected to be respectful to all coaches, referees, players, parents and volunteers. Degrading or abusive language before, during or after a game or practice will not be tolerated and will result in ejection from the field and possibly fines imposed by SOYFAI. If a parent wishes to express his/her dissatisfaction of the program to the coach, we ask that this be presented after a 24 hour “cool down” period has been observed. Please do not address this to a coach immediately before, during or after a game as this is not the appropriate time or place. Please address any concerns, questions or complaints about any aspect of the FHAC program directly to the FHAC President – Bob Zoglio at board@fhyfc.com. If you are unhappy with the response you may contact the FHAC Board at board@fhyfc.com.
Parents are expected to reinforce a safe environment including notifying coaches of any problems with the players. This would include minor injuries, fatigue, dizziness, illness, damaged equipment, or any other aspect of a player’s participation that might be detrimental to him or any other player. In addition, the use of alcoholic beverages, profane language, or improper conduct will not be permitted at any football field while a youth football game or practice is in progress. Violation will result in immediate ejection from the field and possibly further action by the FHAC Board or league board (SOYFAI).   

Barring normal wear and tear of equipment (including uniforms), FHAC is not responsible for lost, misplaced or stolen equipment nor damage by misuse of the equipment while it is in your possession and it is your responsibility to replace the equipment under these circumstances.
